1.  Today you will practice and learn how to drum on an a household instrument. If you don’t 
have a bucket, do not worry! You can drum using pencils as your sticks and a box as your drum. 
Get creative and find any household items that you can use with the permission of your parents. 

2.   On the drum example, L means left hand and R means right hand. Practice switching hands 
when you drum.

3.   Try drumming this pattern: R L R L R L R L 

4.   Now try drumming  q (ta) and qr (ti-ti) Remember that ti-ti  (qr) is two sounds on a beat 
and  ta  (q)  is one sound on a beat.
5.   Try drumming the example below
